1.2 About Kernel Recovery for iPod

screen of your iPod. You might have some problem in opening an image file, playing music files in
iTunes or access you iPod. This software recovers damaged, deleted or lost data from your corrupt or
crashed iPod in all cases of corruption. Some of the errors resolved by Kernel for iPod are:

e "There was an error in the iTunes Store. Please try again later."
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¢ "Firmware update failure"

¢ "the iPod ** cannot be updated, the required folder cannot be found"

e "Can'tlock iPod. Please check if any other applications are using iPod and try again”
e "iTunes folder cannot be found"

e "Disk is locked"

¢ "Unable to Check for Purchased Music because an error occurred (-5000 error)."

Don’t get bothered with this situation that might seem to be hopeless to you, as a recovery solution
will resolve all your worries away. Kernel Recovery for iPod is compatible for recovering data from alll
models of Apple iPod such as iPod Shuffle, iPod Nano, iPod Mini, iPod Touch, iPod Mini, Hard drive
based, touch screen and video capable iPods etc. Being a user-friendly and efficient iPod data
recovery tool, Kernel Recovery for iPod supports retrieving data lost due to virus attack, inappropriate
handling of device, formatting and crashed iPod media, frozen iPod, sad face icon error, exclamation
mark icon error or any other hardware malfunction.

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2. Getting Started

Now that you have understood the features and potential of Kernel Recovery for iPod, you are ready
to get hands on experience of the software. To start repairing corrupt, damaged or lost iPod files, you
will first need to download and install this software.

It is strongly recommended that before installing Kernel Recovery for iPod, you should go through the
installation pre-requisites for the software so that it can be assured that your computer is appropriately
configured to run the software.

2.1 Downloading Kernel Recovery for iPod for the First Time

After checking your computer with the prescribed system requirements for Kernel Recovery for iPod,
you can download and install the software on your computer.

To save
the repaired music files you need to purchase the Full version of the software.

2.2 Installing the Software

After downloading the executable file for Kernel Recovery for iPod, you can install the software by
running the file. To install Kernel Recovery for iPod:

1. Double-click the setup exe file to open the Kernel Recovery for iPod Setup Wizard. Click the
Next button

2. Onthe Setup- Kernel Recovery for iPod screen, click the Next button

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4.  Performing iPod Recovery

Now that you have complete familiarity of the user interface of Kernel Recovery for iPod, you are
ready to repair music files. Using Kernel Recovery for iPod, you can recover data from Logical device
as well as Physical device:

4.1 Logical Device Recovery

Logical Device Recovery is performed on the partitions that are found by Kernel Recovery for iPod. All
the Logical Devices found by the software are listed from where you can select the drive and perform
the recovery process. Kernel Recovery for iPod offers three robust recovery modes for scanning the
iPod and performing effective data recovery. You can select the mode according to the iPod
corruption or condition that made the data in iPod inaccessible. All three recovery modes are
described below:

4.1.1 Standard Scan

Standard Scan is a quick recovery mode that efficiently scans the selected iPod drive and retrieves
recently deleted or lost files. Mentioned below is the step-by-step process for performing recovering
data from iPod through Standard Scan:

4.1.2 Advance Scan

Advance Scan is more powerful but slow recovery mode from iPod drives. This scan mode enables
successful data recovery from situations of frozen iPod, iPod displaying sad face or exclamation
mark. This mode is slow in operation as compared to Standard Scan mode and scans the drive

recursively to search for lost data. Mentioned below is the step-by-step process to perform iPod data
recovery with the Advance Scan option:

1. Select the Advance Scan option from the main window, following screen gets displayed:

4.2 Physical Device Recovery

Physical Device Recovery is performed on hard drive of iPod where Kernel Recovery for iPod
searches for lost or missing partitions from the drive. Using this recovery mode, you have two options
for performing recovery option-

a) Use Existing Partition Info

b) Search Partition
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iPod Data Recovery with 3 modes for Physical Devices

effective data recovery. You can select the mode according to the iPod corruption or condition that
made the data in iPod inaccessible. All three recovery modes are described below:

4.2.1 Standard Scan

4.2.2 Advance Scan

Advance Scan is more effective than the Standard Scan and performs deep scanning of the drive for
iPod data recovery.

1. Select the Advance Scan option from the main window and Select the drive for scanning. Then
click the Next button to view the recovery options.

2. Select any of the option from Use existing partition or Search Partition options. Click OK to
continue. Software will display the comprehensive information of the selected partition.

3. Software will search the partition for lost data. As the scanning process is slow so it might take
more time as the software searches for data in every sector of the drive.

Note: Click the Hide Progress button to hide or display the scanning process depicted at
bottom of the window.

Software will start searching for lost fragments, data etc from the selected file system.

4. Recovered files and folders get displayed in a tree-like structure by the software.

Note: File(s) and Folder(s) that were permanently deleted and are now recovered with
Kernel Recovery for iPod are displayed in Red color.

Select and check the preview of the recovered items before saving them.

5. Select the files and folders to save the files by clicking the Next or the Recover Selected button
from the toolbar. Software will save the selected items at defined disk location.

4.2.3 Raw Scan

Slow in operation as compared to the other two recovery modes, Raw Scan is more result-oriented
and performs a recursive scan of every sector of the drive to ensure maximum and accurate data
recovery. Steps to perform data recovery with Raw Scan are similar to the Logical Device Recovery
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(Raw Scan). Similar to the other scan modes of Physical Device Recovery, Raw scan provides two
options:

e Use existing partition info: performs recovery from the existing partitions information on the
drive

e Search partition: searches for data to locate missing and deleted partitions from the drive and
then performs iPod data recovery

The best feature of this scan mode is that it offers filter options to narrow the search as per your
requirement. You can easily define your requirement by adding the file extensions and the mode will
recover only the files with the extension provided by you.

You can perform the following steps to check if your iPod is not detected by the software:
1. iPod is connected to your system
2. iTunes Preferences Configuration is allowing direct access to your iPod
3. Uninstall iTunes from your computer and then reconnect iPod to computer
4. Install Kernel Recovery for iPod on the system where iTunes Recovery is not installed
5. If you are working with Windows Vista, then ensure that the User Account Control (UAC) is

disabled. To disable UAC, go to Control Panel > User Account On or Off > Uncheck UAC and
then restart your computer

5.4 Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

My iPod is Frozen, What should 1 do?

Don’t worry if your iPod is frozen, it's similar to the situation when your computer crashes. To recover
from frozen iPod situations, you need to restart the iPod. Since, iPods do not have On/OFF buttons,
you need to reset them and to do so, follow the steps given below:

e Check if the hold button of your iPod is On, if it is On then this will engage your iPod and will
not allow you to perform any function. Turning the iPod off might make it work for you and

make you iPod work again.
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e Resetthe iPod, it is similar to rebooting the computer, reset/reboot you iPod. To reset your
iPod follow the steps given below:

1. Press the Menu button and at the same time select the center button, hold for 5-10
seconds. This will restart the iPod

2. Repeat the steps if this doesn’t works for the first time
3. If the problem persists, then charge your iPod and restart again

4. If you still face the same situation, then you need to perform iPod data recovery

iPod Restore - What to Do?
At times, you might come across the following error message:
"iITunes has detected an iPod in recovery mode - Use iTunes to restore"

During these situations, you are left with no option but to format your hard drive. iPod will erase entire
iPod drive structure and user is left with empty iPod. You go through the following two situations:

1. Cleaned iPod but files still exists in iTunes music library

In this case, you need to connect your iPod to your computer and re-sync with iTunes

2. Cleaned iPod but there are no music or video files left

In this situation, you need to perform iPod data recovery as the restore function has deleted the files

but they are still there in your drive. Every item in the iPod is recovered easily with Kernel Recovery
for iPod.

My iPod displays Sad Face Icon. Is the data recoverable?

Display of Sad Face Icon means broken hard drive that is iPod is down with some hardware issue
and is not easily repairable. On the worst, if the user has not backed up the iPod data, then possibility
is that your favorite music, audio and videos are gone. However, you can still try the following steps to
refrain this situation:

Test the iPod and place it in ‘Disk Mode’- Manually

1. Toggle the Hold switch ON and OFF

2. Press and hold Menu and Select buttons simultaneously for 5-10 seconds until Apple logo appears
3. Now hold the Select button with Play/Pause button till the Disk Mode screen appears

4. In Disk Mode, iPod will display a large tick sign at the top of LCD with ‘Disk Mode’ written at the top
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If there are no critical hardware issues with your iPod, it will start working again and you can access
all your favorites once again.

Manual Disk Mode Testing Do Not Works

If the manual Disk Mode doesn’t works then it is quite sure that your iPod has some serious hardware
issues and so try to recover your data back with Kernel Recovery for iPod

My iPod displays Exclamation Mark Icon. What does this mean?

Occurrence of Exclamation mark shows that the iPod hard drive has lost its configuration settings or
there is some communication error inside iPod and the data must be recovered back as soon as
possible. Use Kernel Recovery for iPod to retrieve vital data.

How to Perform Recovery for bad iTunes Auto-Sync
Auto-sync option of the iTunes software automatically updates the files of iPod with the files existing
in the iTunes Library of the computer which is connected. Usually, users feel that this option is meant

to update iPod and iPod will get copied to the connected computers but it is not so. iPod is a read
only device which can only receive files from iTunes.

The situations that occur due to mis-belief of iTunes Auto-Sync option are:

e | connected my iPod to a computer, iTunes started and | watched all the music and files on my
iPod suddenly disappear?

o | reinstalled Windows, connected my iPod to a computer, iTunes started and now my songs
are all missing?

e | connected my iPod to a friend’s computer, lost my music and now have my friends music on
my iPod.

During the bad Auto-Sync situations, it becomes important to retrieve the files from iPod. You can
come across the following two cases:

When songs are there on iTunes but are missing from iPod

You don’t need to worry, as nothing has been lost. You just need to connect your iPod to the
computer and iTunes will automatically synchronize with iPod and copy the songs from computer to
the iPod

When songs are lost from iPod and iTunes

In this situation you need to perform iPod data recovery from the iPod drive to recover the lost items.
